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The Warren County Special Services School Dis-
trict is in its 16" year of operation.

WCSSSD takes great pride in the ability of our
staff to provide our students, who primarily have
lower incidence disabilities, with specialized
instruction and services, particularly in the areas
of augmentative communication, specialized
instruction, pre-vocational training, sensory inte-
gration, and applied behavioral analysis. Coop-
erative efforts with our host schools also provide
students with assistance with serious medical
conditions.
